SECOND LESSON 1 Corinthians 1:18-31

who are being saved it is the power of God. "For it is written, “I will destroy the
wisdom of the wise, and the discernment of the discerning I will thwart.”

*"Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this
age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? *'For since, in the wisdom
of God, the world did not know God through wisdom, God decided, through the
foolishness of our proclamation, to save those who believe. **For Jews demand signs
and Greeks desire wisdom, *but we proclaim Christ crucified, a stcumbling block to
Jews and foolishness to Gentiles, **but to those who are the called, both Jews and
Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. *For God’s foolishness is
wiser than human wisdom, and God’s weakness is stronger than human strength.

*Consider your own call, brothers and sisters: not many of you were wise by
human standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. *But God
chose what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the
world to shame the strong; **God chose what is low and despised in the world, things
that are not, to reduce to nothing things that are, *’so that no one might boast in the
presence of God. *’He is the source of your life in Christ Jesus, who became for us
wisdom from God, and righteousness and sanctification and redemption, *'in order
that, as it is written, “Let the one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”

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THE CHURCH YEAR

The Season of Epiphany

In the church, the liturgical year focuses on the life and ministry of Jesus. The
changing seasons of the church year provide an opportunity to celebrate the
Christian faith in worship. The six seasons are Advent, Christmas, Epiphany, Lent,
Easter, and Pentecost.

The third season of the church year is Epiphany. It extends from the Epiphany of
Our Lord on January 6 until Ash Wednesday on February 22.

Epiphany means “to show forth” or “to make known.” Epiphany remembers the
coming of the Magi, who by bringing gifts to the Christ Child “reveal” Jesus to the
world as Lord and King. This act of worship was one of the first indications that
Jesus came for all people, of all nations, of all races, and that the work of God in the
world would not be limited to only a few people.

The changing liturgical colors in the sanctuary serve to adorn the worship space
and to call attention to the nature of the season or festival being celebrated. The
liturgical color for today is white, which reminds us of light.
